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6. OTHER FEDERAL AGENCIES

Other Federal Ministries made written submissions to the Committee
indicating the scope of their activities in the Niger-Delta. These are
recapitulated hereunder and the details are provided in Annex D of this

6.1 FEDERAL MINISTRY OF INDUSTRY
This Ministry is engaged in two principal groups of activities in the Niger-
Delta. It is undertaking the operations and maintenance of Industrial
Development Centres (IDCs) in the following locations.
a Owerri, Imo State
Port Harcourt, Rivers State
Akure, Ondo State
Uyo, Akwa Ibom State
Benin, Edo State

The Ministry also supervises the operations of twenty-four manufacturing
enterprises which the Federal Government is a major shareholder. Three
of these are located in the Niger-Delta. The public enterprises are:
o Nigerian Newsprint Manufacturing Company Ltd,

Oku-lboku, Akwa Ibom State

Calabar Cement Co. Ltd., Cross River State

National Fertilizer Company of Nigeria Ltd

(NAFCON), Onne, Rivers State.

All these enterprises are slated for privatization, so no budgetary
allocation has been made for them in 1999 Federal Government Budget.
The Federal Government is also a minority shareholder in the Bendel
Cement Company Ltd., located at Ukpilla, Edo State. This enterprise is
being rehabilitated by the Edo State Government preparatory to its
privatization.

The Federal Ministry of Agriculture and Natural Resources is concerned
with the general promotion of agricultural activities and preservation of
our natural resources.
